SANGB adjusts services due to COVID-19

As of March 20, 2020, in an effort to main-
tain mission readiness and protect the health
of everyone on base, measures are being im-
plemented to minimize the spread of the novel
Coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19). Please
look ahead to review temporary services and
access adjustments.

CUSTOMER SERVICE PROTOCOL

In order to initiate social distancing and min-
imize areas where people may group together
in lobbies or waiting rooms, all customer sup-
port functions within the 127th Wing will be
by appointment only effective March 19, 2020.

GATE ACCESS

The main gate adjacent to the Visitors Cen-
ter, on Jefferson Ave, remains open to all traffic.
Effective March 21, 2020, the South Gate will
close to all traffic until further notice.

COMMISSARY AND BASE EXCHANGE

The Commissary and Base Exchange will
remain open. The Commissary specifically, re-
mains open Tuesdays through Friday between
9 a.m. to 6 p.m., Saturday and Sunday between
10 a.m. to 6 p.m., with the first hour dedicated
to high-risk or vulnerable Veterans and their
family members aged 60 and older. This allows
CDC-determined high-risk individuals to shop
in a less-crowded environment, ensuring effec-

tive social distancing. As always, the Commis-
sary is closed on Monday.

DEERS OFFICE & ID CARDS

Appointments with the DEERS office and
ID Cards are available from 8 a.m. to 3 p.m.
Tuesday through Friday by calling, (586) 239-
4044, or via the online appointment scheduler
at https://rapids-appointments.dmdc.osd.mil/.

BASE PASSES

Only issued for official business until further
notice. To make an appointment for a base pass,
call the Visitor Center Monday through Satur-
day from 7:30 a.m. to 3 p.m. at (586) 239-4159.

PSYCHOLOGICAL HEALTH

To schedule an appointment with the 127th
Medical Group Psychological Health office call,
(586) 239-2510 or (586) 764-7233.

FITNESS CENTER

The 127th Wing Fitness Center, typically open
only to Wing members, is closed until further
notice.

The 127th Medical Group will continue pro-
viding customer care and support. “Walk-in-
Wednesday” is now by appointment only. In the
absence of a previously scheduled appointment,
Wing members must call before coming to see a

When reporting to the
clinic for your appointment, utilize the phone pro-
vided at the customer service desk.

Vincent Angel, 127th Wing Student Flight

When Vincent Angel
joined the Air National
Guard on July 30, 2019,
he had higher education
in mind. A full-time stu-
dent in Oakland Universi-
ty’s electrical engineering
program, Angel says the
Air National Guard pro-
vides him the ability to get
the most out of both school
and military benefits.

“I'm able to serve in
the military and continue
my education at the same
time,” said Angel.

A soon-to-be crew chief
with the 127th Aircraft
Maintenance Squadron
here, Angel is currently
serving his monthly drill
weekends in the student
flight, a program designed
to acclimate new Airmen
to the Air Force before
they ship to Basic Military
Training in San Antonio,
Texas.

So far, everything An-
gel has learned in student
flight has been in-line with

the information his re-
cruiter provided him be-
fore enlistment.

“My recruiter, [Tech.
Sgt. Ray Stier] did a great
job providing me with in-
formation, answering any
questions I had about join-
ing the Guard,” Angel said.

Aside from going to
school full-time and serving
one weekend a month with
the 127th Wing, Angel ad-
mits his schedule is pretty
full but he still finds time to
play guitar and drums for
his church’s band.

While he doesn’t know
exactly what his life will
look like a decade from
now, Angel already knows
that when he ships out to
Lackland Air Force Base
next month, he wants to
serve a full 20-year career.

“I plan to do 20 years in
the Air National Guard,”
Angel said. “I am open
to options but I am more
than alright staying in A-10
maintenance.”

Animal visitation
brightens drill
weekends

In an effort to improve
Airmen resiliency and read-
iness, the 127th Wing has
engaged the help of spe-
cial volunteers of the four-
legged variety: dogs!

On drill Saturdays, mem-
bers of the 127th Wing can
spend time with trained
therapy dogs at the Airman
Wellness Center, as part of
the American Red Cross’
“Service to the Armed
Forces” program.

“We are here to support
the troops,” said Lee Wain-
wright, a Red Cross vol-
unteer and dog handler.
“Hopefully he can provide
...comfort to those who
have been deployed or even
those who are returning.”

The animal visitation
program began visiting last
October and provides Air-
men a change in routine
and relief from stress and
anxiety and boost overall
morale.

Currently there are six
trained therapy dogs partic-

ipating in visitation week-
ends on Base, both Golden
and Labrador Retrievers,
two Rottweilers, a mini-
Goldendoodle and a Ber-
nese Mountain Dog. While
they are accompanied by
their certified handlers, the
dogs are free to play and en-
gage with participants as
they choose.

Members of the 127th
Wing can visit with therapy
dogs at the Airman Well-
ness Center on drill Satur-
days, between 10 a.m. and
2 p.m.
